Application: 2025/1202
Proposal: Replacement of existing ground floor rear extensions with new combined ground floor rear extension
Location: Briar Lea, Blackberry Road, Felcourt, Lingfield, Surrey, RH7 6NQ Although the proposal may exceed the generally accepted percentage volume increase for buildings in the green belt, it is not disproportionate to the current building, is well screened therefore having no impact on the visual appearance of the site from the road and has no negative impacts on neighbours, with no adverse comments submitted. Lingfield Parish Council has no objection
Application: 2025/1070
Proposal: Single storey front and rear extensions, and first floor side extension with fenestration and cladding changes, and proposed landscaping. (Amended description)
Location: Arch Trees, Newchapel Road, Lingfield, Surrey, RH7 6BG
The proposal places a substantial extension above the existing attached garage, which is already converted to residential use. The use of the gable roofline, whilst not visually subservient to the main dwelling, provides variety on the front elevation. LPC has no objection subject to the recommendations of the council tree officer with respect to the TPO tree on site and close to the dwelling.
Application: 2025/958
Proposal: Demolition of existing dwelling and erection of new house ( self build/custom build).
Location: The Lodge, Charlewood House, Blackberry Lane, Lingfield, Surrey, RH7 6NG
The proposed replacement dwelling in the green belt is not significantly larger than the existing building, if the permitted development extensions were completed and is not considered to be harmful to the openness of the green belt. LPC has no objection but suggests permitted developments for further extensions considered for removal, should permission be granted
