1. Introduction and Welcome by the Chair of the Parish Council – Cllr Cath Hearnden 

The Chair welcomed everyone and noted the apologies from the Vice Chair Cllr Fudge. 
She introduced Cllrs Downing and Steeds and explained their roles. She also introduced the Clerk Emma Fulham and reported on the appointment of an assistant to the Clerk and new office opening hours. She also highlighted the litter picker employed by the Council. 

2. Report from the Chair of the Parish Council – Cllr Cath Hearnden 

The Chair reported on the role of the Parish Council as local government and asset management of community assets and involvement in other local organisations. She outlined the asset transfers from Tandridge District Council and the costs involved.
A report of grants awarded was provided. 
She outlined the efforts of Cllr Fudge with the Remembrance arrangements. 
She thanked the Christmas light volunteers for their years of service. 
The Conservation Appraisal is continuing. 
Lingfest is on pause pending new volunteers.
Finally she reported on the vacancies for Cllrs and urged anyone interested to get involved. 

3. Presentations from Catherine Dainkeh on TDC project refurbishment and Robert Mitchell Lingfield Cricket Club. 

Robert Mitchell from Lingfield Cricket Club talked about the success of the club and about the ECB film promoting youth groups in 2026 filmed at Lingfield Cricket Club All Stars highlighting the great set up at the club and the community support. It is a great success with almost 200 young people involved mostly from the Parish. This year a new all girl fun group called Dynamos for 8-11 years old had been set up. 

Catherine Dainkeh from Tandridge District Council gave a quick update on the programme on improving play areas and public conveniences. Jenners Field upgrade has been completed. Talbot Road should be completed by the end of May as it was delayed due to the weather with the MUGA to be opened by Easter. Tandridge District Council has approved works at Jenners Field skatepark and a concept design was shared subject to consultation with youth groups before finalising the design but it was hoped to get the work completed in 2026. 

Robert Mitchell from the Lingfield Sports Club reported on the history and highs and lows. A new lease has been established with TDC but on the proviso that the pavilion was upgraded and progress would need to be made this autumn. Other challenges include parking, improvement in grounds and fundraising and project management. The first stage would be a questionnaire to gather local opinion. 

4. Public Questions and Discussion 

· A member of the public raised an issue about the heat pumps installed at Lingfield School. He outlined the issues and the possible retrospective planning application required. The Chair thanked him for his comments and confirmed the Council would consider it when an application was received. 
· There was a query about the change to a unitary system. The Chair reported it was all a work in progress and much was still unknown. TDC Cllr reported there was a sign up for updates on the SCC and TDC websites. 
· A member of the public raised the lighting units application at the racecourse. 
· A member of the public reported that Community News was 50 years old this year and welcomed any news or volunteer help.
